There is much more we would like to say about this, but 
it is difficult to explain, especially since you are spiritually 
dull and don’t seem to listen.

Instead, you need someone to teach you again the basic 
things about God’s word. You are like babies who need 

milk and cannot eat solid food. 13 For someone who lives

1 So let us stop going over the basic teachings about 

Christ again and again.
