There is a direct relationship between faith and 
truth!
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Lacking thankfulness leaves us vulnerable 
to doubt and spiritual deception.

Don’t let anyone capture you with empty 
philosophies and high-sounding nonsense that 

come from human thinking and from the spiritual 
powers of this world, rather than from Christ. 9 For 

in Christ lives all the fullness of God in a human 
body. 10 So you also are complete through your 

union with Christ, who is the head over every ruler 
and authority. 



Discernment is a skill, rooted in the posture of applying God’s 
Word, recognizing truth from error, and learning to view life through 

God’s eyes. 
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The Impact of Discernment

1. It guards and protects us.
2. When exercised in love, it can heal.    
3. A key component to freedom.           
4. A catalyst for further spiritual growth.
